                                       EDUCATIONAL MATERIAL

AHDR is seeking enthusiastic and team-oriented Associates who can contribute to the MIDE Education Program, and in particular to the Educational Material Development Activities, which include the following: 

1. Formerly mixed villages: Development of Educational Material based on the rich information (quantitative and qualitative) collected by AHDR Researchers on the life of people in 8 formerly mixed villages of Cyprus.

2. Cyprus during the Ottoman period: Development of supplementary educational material about life in Cyprus during the Ottoman period based on excerpts from history textbooks across the divide (age group: 13-15).

3. Artefacts of Cyprus: Development of educational materials on archaeological and historical artefacts of Cyprus.
4. Home for Cooperation - An Educational and Research Centre in the Buffer Zone: Development of a short publication on the history of the Home and purpose, its surroundings and vision.
5. Missing people: Development of a special pack of supplementary educational material on how to approach, in history classroom settings, the sensitive issue of persons reported missing in the inter-communal fighting as well as in the events of July 1974 and afterwards,  across the existing divide of Cyprus. 
Each activity listed above includes the development of deliverables in three languages, namely Greek, English and Turkish, in the form of supplementary educational material such as booklets with teaching ideas and worksheets, and will be developed by teams of 2-3 Education Associates, who will be supported by the AHDR-MIDE Education Director and team. Associates will participate in conceptual development, prepare the final publication, review and edit translations and contribute to the final publication design.

Symbolic Remuneration per activity: 600 Euros
The duration of each activity will be 10-12 weeks, with by-weekly reporting on deliverables.
