LIBRARY AND ARCHIVE PROGRAMME
The AHDR Library and Archive Programme’s purpose is to gather and make accessible resources on history and history education for researchers, educators, young people, civil society organizations, and other stakeholders.  The material gathered will be housed in the Home for Cooperation resource centre, and as much as possible, will be made available online through the AHDR website. By having such materials together and under one roof, the AHDR hopes to facilitate and publicize the efforts of researchers, scholars, journalists, activists and educators who currently must go to great lengths to access materials from the other community. AHDR hopes to use the materials gathered in the development of its  supplementary educational materials.

AHDR has been focusing on the following elements within its Library & Archive Programme:

· Library: AHDR’s library already contains nearly 300 publications, and more will be added prior to the opening of the Home for Cooperation.  

· Bibliography: A bibliography on Cyprus History and a bibliography on history education have been developed, both containing sources in the Greek, Turkish and English languages. 
· Media screening: The main newspapers from both communities are being scanned to capture and log news pieces related to history, history education and reconciliation. This is being done for the years in which major developments took place with respect to history education in the two communities: 2004, 2008, 2009 and 2010.  Soft copies of selected articles are stored in our electronic archive. The media screening for previous years will be completed by end of May 2010. 

· Mixed villages: A sample of 20 formerly mixed villages have been selected for more in-depth research. A thorough literature review is being conducted, sources are being scanned, visual material is being identified and newspapers are being searched for references to the 20 villages.  This will complement the quantitative questionnaires being carried out in the Research Programme. This research will be completed by the end of May 2010. 

· Textbook translations: AHDR is identifying segments of history textbooks from both communities which refer to topics that are usually interpreted differently and underpin the divergent narratives, such as, how the Ottoman and British eras, the founding of the Republic of Cyprus, inter-communal violence, and the war in 1974 are depicted. AHDR will also be looking at the relevant excerpts for the previous Turkish Cypriot history textbooks, thereby showing that different interpretations exist within and not only between the communities. AHDR hopes to translate the segments into English and into the language of the other community. This will greatly facilitate our understanding of how each community represents the past within its education system. It is expected that these translations will be ready by July 2011.
