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Public Awareness
AHDR seeks to promote greater public awareness and appreciation of multiperspectivity in history education. We place great emphasis on communicating and sharing what is produced through our programmes, such as our research findings, policy recommendations, educational materials, and workshop opportunities. 
· AHDR’s monthly newsletter and our website (currently being redesigned) serves to inform our network of the goals, activities and publications of AHDR, civil society in Cyprus, and organizations around the world who focus on history education. 

· Visibility in the local media is achieved through press releases, advertisements and articles. 

· On-line technology is also an increasingly important means to reach a broader population, which AHDR has begun to tap into through the production and distribution of video-blogs (first episode: http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=A-quMMPQmCw). 

· Seminars and conferences, such as the International Symposium on History Education, create opportunities for scholars and practitioners to come together to learn from each other and discuss the latest research and approaches to history education.
· Film screenings and discussions that focus on issues of education, conflict, identity and individual agency in relation to constructing new norms offer informal opportunities for people to get together.

· Multimedia installations and exhibitions at the Home for Cooperation, opening in Spring 2011, will provide an opportunity for greater public interaction with the materials gathered and developed by AHDR. The theme(s) of the opening exhibition will capture and explain the aims of the Home for Cooperation and be reflective of the processes of historical inquiry and understanding that AHDR seeks to promote. Moreover, the exhibition aims to present a more interactive and collaborative form of engagement with the audience than is currently seen in museums around the island. 
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
