Supplementary Educational Materials
Developing supplementary educational materials for educators and for young people are necessary in showing how historical thinking can be developed with concrete cases. Materials gathered from the archive and our research - such as sources related to formerly mixed villages, findings from the research studies, translations of textbook segments, old photographs, oral history accounts, etc - can be used to create activities for the classroom. Materials will also be developed related to the Home for Cooperation and its environs, allowing young people to explore the buildings and monuments of the area. AHDR is also interested in how new technologies, such as multimedia and film, may be used as supplementary educational materials.
