Teacher Training
Since 2004, AHDR has been creating opportunities for educators to be exposed to the fundamental elements of multiperspectivity in history education, prioritizing the epistemology and methodology of history teaching and learning: teaching and learning to cope confidently with the familiar and the less familiar, to question accounts, to come to grips with multiperspectivity, to evaluate historical significance, to construct interpretations through disciplined argument and debate, and to acknowledge and celebrate a multiplicity of potential identities. AHDR has partnered with the Council of Europe, EUROCLIO and POST in the design and delivery of teacher training.

Beginning in Fall 2010, AHDR will initiate a “History Education Academy”, a series of workshops that will take place over the course of several months. The workshops will be designed in collaboration with leading experts and will offer a grounding in the key concepts of history education.  At the same time, these workshops will also begin to tackle issues around teaching controversial issues in the classroom. AHDR hopes that at the completion of the programme, participants in the Academy will be equipped to offer and run training courses in the future. Another aim is organize such workshops on a mono-communal basis in various cities across the island, thereby increasing our reach to educators based outside of Nicosia. 

Through learning visits, AHDR also seeks to provide opportunities for educators to learn from other contexts that offer relevant lessons for Cyprus. By attending conferences and seminars abroad, such as those hosted by EUROCLIO and the Council of Europe, educators are exposed to different ideas, and are also able to share with the international community the approaches developed in Cyprus. Parallel to this, in-depth visits to allow for a more comprehensive understanding of processes of educational transformation and the results of techniques that have been developed to respond to situations similar to that of Cyprus.
